Josephine Kernes Memorial Pool was started in 1972 to fill the need in the Monterey Peninsula area 
for an enclosed swimming facility with a 16’ x 30’ warm water pool (92 degrees) for those with 
physical, emotional or developmental disabilities.  A 501(c) (3) non-profit corporation under the 
direction of a volunteer Board of Directors, the pool serves an average enrollment of 180 clients and 
has an annual budget of $350,000.  The staff is made up of six Adapted Aquatics Instructors, 
assisted by several volunteers as well as an Associate and Executive Director.  In operation 48 hours 
a week, the scope of the program includes water exercise for rehabilitation from injuries and surgery 
when dry land exercise would be inappropriate or impossible.  Each client’s program is developed for 
his/her individual needs and goals, using warm water as a medium that supports the body and makes 
movement easier.  Instruction is geared toward helping the child or adult reach his/her potential in 
range of motion, flexibility, strength, ambulation, and coordination.
